PURPOSE

Section 3: No substantial part of the activities of _______________ shall be in the carrying on of lobbying or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and _______________ _______________ _______________ _______________  shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.

Section 3: Full Members are families of the competitive team members. They are considered Full Members of _______________  and have one vote per family. 

Section 4: Associate Members are families of pre-team gymnasts. They are considered members of _______________  but do not have voting rights.

ARTICLE IV: 

MEETINGS AND VOTING

Section 1: All meeting shall be run according to Robert’s Rules of Order.

Section 2: Annual Meeting – The Annual Meeting will be held in the month of _______________  each year for the purpose of electing officers. All full members are requested to be in attendance for this meeting.

Section 3: Quarterly Meetings – Quarterly general meeting shall be held in _______________, _______________ , _______________ , and _______________  during the competitive year. The date and time will be announced one week prior to the meeting. 

Section 4: Special meetings of the membership may be called by any the elected officers of the board or by five general members. 

Section 5: General Quorum - At least 51% of the full membership must be present in person or by proxy to constitute a quorum. A simple majority of the votes by the quorum present and proxy shall be necessary for the adoption of matter voted upon by the full members [excluding bylaw amendments – See Article V, Section 2].

Section 6: Constitutional Quorum – At least 2/3 majority vote of the general membership, in person or by proxy. [See Article V, Section 2]. 

Section 7: Proxies – At all meetings of members, a full member may vote in person or by a valid written proxy vote. Proxy votes will be disseminated to all full members with 1) agenda for upcoming meeting, 2) proxy vote card to be completed and delivered to the Vice President prior to the meeting. Votes must be received two hours prior to the meeting to be counted.
ARTICLE V:

OFFICERS AND BOARD MEMBERS TERMS OF OFFICES

The business and affairs of _______________  shall be managed by the officers of the board.

Section 1: The governing structure of _______________ is as follows: President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Meet Coordinator, and Fundraising Chair.

Section 2: All officers of the board shall have both voice and vote. Term of office shall be _______________ - _______________. Officers of the board will be elected on a yearly basis and may not serve 2 consecutive years.

Section 3: All members of the board shall have voice but not a vote. Term of office shall by _______________ - _______________. Members of the board will be elected on a yearly basis and can serve more that 2 consecutive years.

Section 4: Titles and main duties are as follows:

OFFICERS OF THE BOARD:

a. President shall be the principle executive officer of _______________  and preside at all meetings of the general membership and the executive board. Perform all duties incident to the office of president and such other duties prescribed by the executive board.

b. Vice-President shall in the absence of the president be vested with the same authority, powers, and duties as the president. Ensure that all meetings shall be run according to Roberts Rules of Order. Have such powers and perform such duties as may be delegated to him/her by the president. Perform all duties incident to the office of vice president and such other duties prescribed by the executive board.

c. Secretary shall prepare and maintain full records of meeting of the executive board and of the general membership, and keep a directory of the addressed of each member. Post minutes no later than one week after all membership meetings. Perform all duties incident to the office of secretary and such other duties prescribed by the executive board.

d. Treasurer shall have custody of all funds and financial records of _______________  subject to such limitations and control as may be imposed by the executive board. Collect revenues payable to _______________ . Provide at least verbal reports to monthly meetings of the executive board and written fiscal at quarterly general membership meetings. All checks over $100 must bear the signature of the treasurer and one other officer of the board. Prepare financial records for tax preparation from an outside service at the end of the fiscal year and have records reviewed and/or audited upon leaving office. Perform all duties incident to the office of treasurer and such duties prescribed by the executive board.

e. Fundraising Chair shall supervise all fundraising activities of _______________  and secure a coordinator for each fundraising event. Develop an annual fundraising plan. Perform all duties incident to the office of the treasurer and such other duties prescribed by the officers of the board.

f. Meet Coordinator shall solicit parents/guardians to work during the gymnastic meets. Work with committee to solicit contributions of food and other refreshments during specified meets. Ensure all volunteer supplies and equipment are ready and available for each home meet. Perform all duties incident to the office of the treasurer and such other duties prescribed by the officers of the board. 

MEMBERS OF THE BOARD

a. Representatives are elected members of the board and shall serve a one-year term. A member should represent: 1) Boys’ Team, 2) Girls’ Compulsory Team and 3) Girls’ Optional Team. Representatives should attend monthly board meetings and general membership meetings; welcome new team members and familiarize them to _______________ ; inform parents of schedule changes, pertinent information, etc. They are recognized as members of the board with a voice but shall not have a vote.

Section 5: Any officer may be removed by the remaining officers of the board when it’s in the best interest of _______________ . A majority of the remaining officers of the board will be required to remove an officer.

Section 6: When any office becomes vacated, the other officers may designate another Association member to act temporarily in that officer’s place.

Section 7: The officers of the board may appoint such committees, as it deems necessary for the operation of _______________ .

ARTICLE VI: 

CONTRACTS, LOANS, CHECKS AND DEPOSITS

Section 1: Contracts - The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or member to enter into any contract or execute and deliver any instrument in the name of or on behalf of _______________ , and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.

Section 2. Loans - No loans shall be contracted on behalf of _______________  and no evidences of indebtedness shall be issued in its name unless authorized by a resolution of the Board of Directors.  Such authority may be general or confined to specific instances.

Checks, drafts, etc. - All checks, drafts or other orders for payment of money, and notes over $100, or other evidences of indebtedness approved by the Board of Directors and issued in the name of _______________  shall be signed by two of the following officers, President, Vice President, Treasurer or Secretary of _______________  and in such a manner as shall from time to time be determined by resolution of the Board of Directors.

Section 4: Deposits - All funds of _______________  not otherwise employed shall be deposited from time to time to the credit of _______________  in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Board of Directors may select.

ARTICLE VII:

USE OF FUNDS
